The Chief Secretary directed the
Collectors to fix target for distribu-
tion of forest rights letter up to
August 15, 2008. The right letters
will be issued to the settlers holding
land in the forest areas before the
year 1980. He said that Central
Government has revised the Forest
Rights Act and included the people

residing outside the forest, but hold-
ing land inside the forest areas. The
Collectors appraised the progress
made in this respect through video
conferencing. Singh was satisfied
with the progress made for the imple-
mentation of the act. He especially
praised the Collectors of Bilaspur
and Sarguja District on the issue.

The Officers of the Tribal
Development Corporation informed
that 3.90 lakh demand letters were
received by the department. The
inspection of these demand letters
are in progress.

Meanwhile, more than 1 lakh
demand letters are being verified by
the Forest Right Committee.
