Seal State borders, DGP directs officials

~The officers were instructed to re-
lieve transferred officers to their new
postings without further delay. In-
structions were also given to update
the headguarters about law and order
situations. The DGP has asked Addi-

tional Director General (ADG) Intelli-
gence Surendra Singh to ensure regu-
lar patrolling in the districts and to
ensure that no posts are vacant, espe-
cially at police stations in naxal-in-
fested areas.

The officers apprised him about the
shortage of budget for fuel and vacant
posts in the department. Officers have
also been advised to make night halt
at villages during the patrolling.

Poll code squads at block level too

Each team will comprise police, revenue officers and videographer

FOR THE first time in the state during elec-
tions, block level model code of conduct en-
forcement squads comprising revenue and
police officials would be constituted. Chief
Electoral Officer JS Mathur gave directions
to this effect to all district collectors via
v1deoconfe1 encing on Saturday. The squads
would have police, revenue officials, besides
a videographer and would also be equipped
with a vehicle. Collectors have been asked to
inform the commission about the compli-
ance by October 20.

Explaining the objective behind the exer- *
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cise, the CEO told HT that forming of block
level squads would serve two purposes. “For
one, the squads would ensure closer moni-
toring of the election process and secondly;
in case of violation of model code of conduct
responsibility can be assigned more effec-
tively,” he said.

In another important development, dis-
trict collectors have been asked to compile a
list of all non-bailable warrants issued in
the last six months. They have also been
asked to inform the Commission about the
arrests made and those pending against
these warrants.
